     VINEYARD

  This small terroir of 8 hectares is divided between Chassagne-Montrachet and Puligny-
Montrachet. It is in the middle of the slope, on a brown limestone soil where drainage is
very effective. The wine is subtle maybe because of the "Pholadomiya Bellona" marl
which is very thick there. Our supply of grapes is located in Puligny-Montrachet in order
to produce maximum 800 bottles every vintage.

Harvest: 100 % manual
Soil : calcareous clay

    100% Chardonnay
